Enclosed is enrollment information for this year's Community Day Camp. We are happy to announce that camp will
be held at our new site, Ann Arbor Learning Community, 3960 Research Park Drive in Ann Arbor (near Zingerman’s
Creamery.) After listening to feedback from both families and campers we thought it was important to have both
a gymnasium and a playground for kids. Ann Arbor Learning Community is a wonderful building with access to a
bus linel We realize State Street is very busy at 5:30, as a service to you we've extended our pick-up time to 5:45.

Our curriculum centers on a different theme and field trip each week. Some of the field trips planned for this
summer are: a visit to Rolling Hills, St. Joseph Exploration Station, a scavenger hunt at Eastern Michigan and a
trip to Independence Lake. We provide children with many of the quintessential camp experiences.

All of the traditional camp arts, crafts, games, swimming and sports are included in our curriculum. We will take an
Ann Arbor Public School Bus to Buhr Fool each day for swimming. Children are encouraged to participate in the
planning of activities in order to accommodate their individual and group interests. The camp day is a good mix of
teacher directed and child-initiated activities. It includes choice time in a mixed age setting as well as a group time
based on age. This gives the younger children a much needed opportunity to connect with a single teacher, and the
older children a chance to work on more advanced long term projects. We are committed to a quality and fun
summer camp program!

Our overnight camp out for campers and families will take place on July 23™ at Hudson Mills Metropark, all families
are welcome whether your child attends camp that week or not.

Community Day Camp is for children post kindergarten through pre-sixth grade, hours of operation are 7.30AM-
5:45FPM Monday through Friday. All camp staff are current CSACC (Kids Club) employees. Enrollment is limited to
45 children per day. Applications for enrollment will be accepted starting March 1, 2010. Please return your
registration form by April 16" in order to receive your camp confirmation by

May 1%,

As a service to our families, we will continue to offer a morning only program. Morning only campers will be able to
participate in a wide range of activities with the all day campers including: choice time, camp wide games, group
time and morning only field trips. Families who choose this option can drop off as early as 7.30AM and pick up no
later than 12:00FM. Morning only campers will be picked up after group time. There will be no morning only option on
the days that we will be taking all day field trips. To ensure that we are able to accommodate as many families as
possible, scheduling priority will be given to all day campers.

Community Day Camp is for children post kindergarten through pre-sixth grade.

Dates of Operation: June 23 through August 20, 2010. (Closed 7/5)

Time: Monday through Friday, 7:30-5:45
Tuition: Full day schedules: $229.00 per full week/$62.50 per day

morning only schedules: $142.00 per full week/$32.00 per day

APPLICATION PROCESS: Application for enrollment will be accepted starting March 1, 2010. All forms
received before this date will be dated March 1. Enrollment will continue until the program is full.

ENROLLMENT PRIORITIES: Community Day Camp runs on a 1:10 staff/child ratio. We use this ratio to
determine the number of children we can accommodate each week. Enrollment applications will be considered
according to the following categories in order of priority.

1: full day/full week schedules

2: full day/partial week schedules.

3: morning only/full week schedules.
Any remaining slots will be filled with those who are requesting morning only partial week schedules.

CONFIRMATION OF ENROLLMENT/TUITION RESPONSIBILITY: Confirmations will be mailed to all
families on or before May 1, 2010. Those families whose requests can be accommodated will be responsible
for payment of the tuition for the time they requested. You are financially responsible for all requested
time at camp.

SWIM PROGRAM: The children will fake an Ann Arbor Public School bus to Buhr Pool and swim every
afternoon. Children are expected to bring a bathing suit and towel to camp everyday.

FINANCIAL POLICIES

REGISTRATION FEE: A $45.00 per child registration fee is payable at the time of enrollment.
This fee is hon-refundable

TUITION SCHEDULE: Full time (full day/full week) - $229.00 per week
Part time (full day/partial week) - $62.50 per day
Morning only (full week) - $142.00 per week
Morning only (partial week) - $32.00 per day

PAYMENT POLICY AND LATE PAYMENT FEE: Payment for the summer will be broken into three sessions.
Session | is from June 23-July 9, Session Il is July 12-30, Session Il is August 2-20. Payment is due on
the first day of each session.

TUITION RESPONSIBILITY: Those families whose requests can be accommodated will be responsible for
payment of the tuition for the time they requested. You are financially responsible for all requested time
at camp that Community Day Camp can accommodate.

Sorry, no schedule changes can be accommodated after registration form has been submitted. There will
be a trade sheet available for families at the parent meeting. Families can buy and sell weeks to each
other using this sheet. Financial information will ONLY be released to those signhed at the bottom of the
enrollment form.

RETURNED CHECKS: There is a $50.00 charge for checks returned due to insufficient funds.

ABSENCES: You are expected to pay for registered days when your child is absent. This includes
illnesses and vacations.

LATE PICKUP FEE: Community Day Camp closes at 5:45 sharp. A $25.00 per child late pick up fee is
assessed during the first 15 minutes for families whose children are still at camp after the program
closes. There is an additional $15.00 fee per child charged per quarter hour after that. These fees will be
doubled and tripled for second and third offenses. After the third offense there is a possibility that your
child will be disenrolled. These fees apply even if the staff has been notified that you will be late.

FINANCIAL OBLIGATION: You will not be allowed to enroll in ANY of our CDC programs if there is a
balance on your account.
